As stated in the quotation, mothers and fathers roles have become more equal in the household.  The intended audiences for this paper are middle-class fathers. Most of this research is with fathers and their infant children from birth to the age of about 6 or 7. This research is done on middle class fathers being divorced or left by their spouse. The father’s influences on their infant children are closely researched. In comparison to the study by Michael Lamb, Dienhart’s research focuses on infants when Lamb’s research focuses on middle-age children. The two authors of this research both work for the Family and Child Psychology Research Centre for City University located on London, U.K. This study is mainly focused on fatherless families and how lesbian and single-mothers raise their children from infancy to early adolescents. The intended audience for this particular research is anticipated for females who have a child of their own without any support from the father. Compared to Rodriquez’s article, Golombok and MacCallum are primarily focused on if they role of a father is truly essential in a child’s life. It marks the positive and negative effects of fatherless children and the possible outcomes. This research has shown me a different side to single-parenting, but the most surprising results where the positive effects on children without a father. A quotation I will be using in my paper to explain the process, “Mothers raising their child without a father reported more severe disputes with their child than did mothers in father-present families”.

The author Lisa Hagan is a psychology professor at Metropolitan State College of Denver. This research focuses on socialization of fathers and mothers and how they interact with their children. The fathers show to be more protective over their daughters in a sense of physical injury and vice versa for mothers and their sons. The intended audience for this research includes families who have children at preschool age when they decide to take risks among themselves. This study shows from a different point of a view and how parents like to protect their children. An example I will be using in my paper is, “…to fully understand how boys and girls are socialized to take different amounts of physical risks, it is critical that fathers' roles are examined”.
