Course Description: 

The purpose of this course is to help ELT students understand the principles of modern English structure and be aware of the special syntactic characteristics of the English Language. The course will equip students with the necessary background on the related topic and a detailed knowledge of how sentences are constructed in English.

· Structure of words
· Structure of sentences

· Organizational structures beyond sentence level

· Applying the structural information above to teaching English

COURSE POLICIES: 
1.
