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Ideas for the Final Project
Your project can be based on three areas: preparing an in-class teaching activity, preparing a teaching material, and a case study of an English learning situation. Below, you can see some examples for each category.

A. Preparing an In-Class Teaching Activity

►  You want your students to get in the habit of using a concordancer as a reference source, in addition to a dictionary, thesaurus, or grammar book.  Create activities that will enable your students to use an online concordancer to find answers to their questions related to usage. 

B. Preparing a Teaching Material

►  Find a book or list that prepares learners for the KPDS/UDS/YDS vocabulary. You create your own vocabulary list using concordancing techniques. Compare your list with the other one. Discuss the weaknesses or strengths.
►  You want to teach a grammar point (ditransitive verbs, for example). You are suspecting that the text book you are using does not cover some of the frequent patterns. You create your own list and design your own practice sentences. Discuss which new patterns you discovered that were not covered in the textbook.

►  You want to create a terminology list for your ESP class in Economics.  Compile an analysis corpus (specialized corpus), compile or find a reference corpus. Compare these two corpora to extract the keywords (or likely terms).  Prepare 50 flashcards for your students.

► You want to create a vocabulary test for your elementary level students to assess how many of the most frequent 100 nouns they know.
C. A Case Study of an English Learning Situation

► You want to compare the papers you produced in the past (first and second grades at undergraduate) with the papers you wrote during your MA years regarding vocabulary, lexical bundles, or certain grammar structures. Try to understand how much you improved.
