Project Descriptions:

The writing assignments in this course will be thoroughly explained both by your instructor as well as by the reading material in the class. The assignments will include the following:
Chronological order; process essay: an essay of 600 words in which you will write about an event taking the process into consideration.

Contrast and/or Comparison Essay: an essay of 600 words in which you will analyze two things or concepts for their similarities and/or differences.
Cause and Effect Essay: an essay of between 600 words in which you will analyze a phenomenon for what caused it or for what it resulted in. 
Argumentation/Research Essay: an essay of between 900 words which represents the culmination of all critical thinking skills in the course. You will conduct research, evaluate your findings, and incorporate them into an effective argument. You will also construct a "References" page on which you will list the sources you've cited throughout the paper.


Essays are to be submitted to Turnitin by Saturday midnight in the week they are due. We work at a three week rhythm. The first two weeks are about exploring ideas, writing the first draft, and group revision. The third week is when the final draft is completed and submitted for assessment. 

Required Format for Writing Assignments: 

All of your essays are to follow basics of the APA style guide (6th Edition). For example, they have to be typed and double-spaced, with a one-inch margin on the left. Do not justify the margins. Leave the right margin “ragged.” Use 12 pt Times New Roman font. Drafts of essays should also be typed. More information on writing assignments will be provided during the following weeks.
