In the synthesis paper, you will summarize and reflect on the main points in the articles that you read. Your paper will not exceed 1200 words. MA students will use one more peer‑reviewed article, and can write up to 1500 words.   
Discussion Leading: The main purpose of this activity is to help your classmates better understand topics covered in the class. Choose a topic that we have already covered in the class. Inform yourself further on the issue by reading two more articles or chapters on the issue. Prepare discussion questions. Prepare an activity that will illustrate the issue more clearly. While preparing for a discussion, keep in touch with me and get my approval for the topic and activity.
